HIPAA Hints

Stay on Top of  Your 
Nursing License 
Renewal

The Arkansas State Board of  Nursing will send you a 
reminder in the mail that your license will expire soon, 
but do not rely on this reminder. Know when your 
license expires and stay on top of  it. 

License expirations occur at the end of  the month 
of  your birth. If  you were born in an even year, your 
expiration will occur in an even year. If  you were born 
in an odd year, your expiration will occur in an odd year. 
(i.e. Your initial license was issued June 2008. Your birth 
date is December 1978. Your license will expire and 
require renewal December 2008. The next time you will 
need to renew this license is December 2010.) 

So how do you do it?
•	 Go to www.arsbn.org.
•	 Click the link “License Renewal”.
•	 You will be prompted to log in (you will enter 

your license number, social security number, and 
date of  birth).

•	 Follow the instructions to renew your license.
•	 Remember: You may only renew your license 

online within 60 days before the license 
expiration date.

•	 You must obtain 15 hours of  continuing 
education (CE) hours every two years to 
renew your RN license. (Be sure and save your 
documentation of  these CE hours because you 
may be randomly audited by the Arkansas State 
Board of  Nursing.)

•	 The renewal cost for an RN license is $75.
•	 The Arkansas State Board of  Nursing web site 

will accept Visa, MasterCard, Discover, and E-
Check as forms of  payment.

•	 Your new license will be mailed to you within 5 
working days.
